We are now using Miclub notifications for Local rule changes on any day. All members 
using MiScore will get the message. This will ensure that the majority of players on the day 
will be aware of any local rule changes. When you receive a notification, please inform 
your playing partners if they are not using Miscore. 
 
Nearest the Pin using Miscore 
It's now incredibly easy to record your good shot for Nearest the Pin and other novelty 
prizes in the MiScore App. No more searching for pencil and adding your name to the 
NearPin marker. 
 
Look out for flashing golf ball on the tee icon and there's a NearPin for that hole. 
Press NTP Icon to:  

 Add your shot and approximate distance or 

 Add a playing partners shot and approximate distance 

Only need one player in the group to be using MiScore App to add a name from the group 
to NearPin. Names are automatically sent to the prize results with a history of the player's 
name and distance.
